3) PUBLIC HEARING
To obtain public input on the issues listed:
a) General Assistance Ordinance Appendices A-C 2011-12 Annual Update

This is an annual requirement from the Maine Department of Human Services to bring the Raymond
General Assistance Ordinance into compliance with Maine Law, Title 22 M.R.S.A. §4305 (4), related to
levels of financial assistance and eligibility. The town annually adopts the Maine Municipal Association
Model Ordinance General Assistance Appendices A — C which cover the period of July 1, 2012 through July
1, 2013. The Selectmen are holding the public hearing to allow for general comment about the changes
contained in the appendices.

Staff is recommending, as in prior years, that the Selectmen adopt the model appendices developed by the
Maine Municipal Association with financial survey data to establish the cost of basic necessities for
Raymond within the Cumberland County metropolitan area.

b) Application for New Special Amusement License:
Evelia Maher (11 Hale Road, Raymond)
A La Mexicana located at 1227 Roosevelt Trail

Owner Evelia Maher, DBA A La Mexicana, is applying for a Special Amusement License to allow for two
acoustic Mariachi players to perform Wednesday and Thursday nights. Life safety and code inspections
were already conducted as a part of the business's liquor license application and there are no outstanding
issues.

4) Policy Review
Peddler's Ordinance- Chris Hanson, Code Enforcement Officer

Currently, two Peddler's Licenses are allowed each year and are issued on or after May 1*. At the time that
the license was issued for the management of Raymond Beach, it was intended that this license would not
count as one of the two licenses. However, the Code Enforcement officer is still bound by the Peddler's
Ordinance (attached to ePacket) and can only issue one other license per year, in addition to the beach
license. Staff is requesting that the Board review the number of allowed Peddler's Licenses, clarify the issue,
and amend the ordinance, via Town Meeting vote, if desired or leave it at two licenses, with Raymond

5) New Business.

a) Presentation of Panther Pond Phase II Erosion Control Grant- Peggy
Jensen, Panther Pond Association President

Peggy Jensen, President of the Panther Pond Association, will be giving a brief update regarding the
conclusion of the Panther Pond Phase II of the Erosion Control Grant. Attached to the ePacket is the report
and highlights from the project.

b) Presentation by Raymond Conservation and Loon Echo Land Trust Concerning
Proposed “Community Forest” Off of Conesca Road- Carrie Walia (LELT) and John
Rand (RCC)

The Raymond Conservation Commission and Loon Echo Land Trust met in late-May and developed a
concept proposal for a development of a 347 acre “Community Forest” in Raymond on Conesca Road,
including a portion of Pismire Mountain. The properties are currently assessed under Tree Growth at a
combined value of $212,500.

¢) Raymond Revitalization Committee Request for Dock at Panther Run- Chris Hanson,
CEO

Code Enforcement Officer Chris Hanson will be discussing a proposal that was brought to him by the
Raymond Revitalization Committee for a town owned Community Dock to be located at the Veterans'
Memorial Park on Panther Run, which would allow boaters to dock their boats and gain access the business
corridor. There have been concerns raised by a resident regarding milfoil issues in the area of the proposed
dock. Staff contacted Betty Williams, Executive Director of the Raymond Waterways Protective Association
(RWPA) and confirmed that RWPA is also concerned about milfoil (see attached correspondence and map).

d) Consideration of Town Owned Wood Lot Harvesting (Egypt Road/Patricia Avenue)-
Greg Foster, Forester

Forester Greg Foster gave an overview for the town owned wood lots and what he projected the
marketable timber wood sales to be, based on the current market, at the May 8, 2012 meeting as part of
wrapping up the Project Canopy Forest Management Plan. There was discussion about how the Town
should go about carrying out a responsible forest management plan. It was decided that Mr. Foster
would be invited back to the August meeting to discuss the possibility of putting the wood lot
harvesting out to bid. Attached to the ePacket is a draft contract from Timberstate G., Inc., that would
allow Mr. Foster to put the wood out to bid for a potential woodlot sale for possible Board of Selectmen
approval.

e) Consideration of Town Report Memorial and Town Report Dedication Page- Louise
Lester, Town Clerk

Per the Town Report Memorial Policy (attached to the ePacket) the Town Clerk has prepared a list of
citizens who have passed away in the last fiscal year for the Selectmen to consider regarding a possible
memorial page in the 2011-12 Town Report. She has also gathered information about individuals in the
community, who have made significant contributions to the town for possible Town Report dedication.

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f) Consideration of Support for Transportation Enhancement (TE) Grant Application-
Nathan White, Public Works Director

Originally, the Public Works Department had intended to apply to the Safe Routes to School Grant
Program, which is a 100% funded grant program to build sidewalks within 2 miles of a school, to add a
sidewalk along Webbs Mills Road from Martin Heights to Clough's General Store. However, after Dan
Stewart, MDOT Program Manager, conducted a site walk, he determined that the area was too rural to be
viable for competitive funding under this program, but suggested applying for the Transportation
Enhancement (TE) Grant for the village area since it would connect into an existing sidewalk system on
Route 302. This program requires a 20% match of the total cost of designing and constructing the sidewalk
along Main Street to Meadow Road.

Nathan White, Public Works Director, will be presenting the application that was submitted and explaining
his ideas on funding the project, which would not be set to start until 2014-15 if grant is approved. Attached
to the ePacket is the grant application including a map of proposed sidewalks.

g) Consideration of New Road Names by Chris Hanson, Code Enforcement Officer

According to Selectmen policy, road name changes are considered twice a year. Code Enforcement Officer,
Chris Hanson, has submitted road name changes for Kokatosi Camp Ground per E911 road standards and
for Gordan Lane, a private way.

j) Consideration of Auditor Engagement Letter with Smith & Associates- Don Willard,
Town Manager

Per Title 30-A MRSA § 5823, each municipality must have an annual post-audit made of its accounts
covering the last complete fiscal year by the Maine Department of Audit or by a qualified public accountant
elected by ballot or engaged by its municipal officers.

Smith & Associates, CPA's of Yarmouth, ME have performed the audit for the Town of Raymond for a
number of years. The engagement letter confirming that they will audit the Town of Raymond's financial
statements for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2012 is attached for approval and signature of the Chair of
the Board of Selectmen, as required under law.

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k) Consideration of Appointment of Rolf Olsen as a Member of the Compensation Study
Committee (CSC)- Board of Selectmen

At the April 10, 2012 meeting, the Board of Selectmen appointed a Compensation Study Committee to look
at the level of pay and benefits by position, related job descriptions, overall staffing and incumbent tenure
for comparable towns to Raymond. In addition to those members (see list attached), the Selectmen will be
considering appointing Budget Finance Committee Chair Rolf Olsen to this committee to replace CSC Chair
Sam Gifford, who is resigning from this committee.

1) Consideration and Approval of Planning, Economic Development & GIS Contracts
(GPCOG/Sebago Technics)- Board of Selectmen

The Town issued a Request for Proposals (RFP) this past spring for a contractor to fill openings in the
Planning and GIS departments, as well as add some Economic Development Services. There were four
candidate firms that submitted proposals and, after conducting interviews and reviewing materials, it was
decided to divide the work between two entities. One being Greater Portland Council of Governments
(GPCOG) to complete ordinance work, visionary planning and economic development. The other is
engineering firm Sebago Technics to provide development review/planning services and GIS services. The
Selectmen, at that their June 19, 2012 meeting, authorized the Town Manager to enter into negotiations
regarding those contracts, which have been reviewed and approved by the town attorney and are now up for
consideration and approval(attached to the ePacket).

6) Old Business
a) Consideration of Changing Saturday Town Office Hours- Board of Selectmen

A survey was done of surrounding towns in August, 2011 regarding the hours of operation for town offices
at the request of the Chairman of the Board of Selectmen. As a result, Raymond Town Office hours were
subsequently changed to extend hours on Tuesday from 12:00 pm-7:00 pm to 8:30 am-7:00pm and to
close on Saturdays. The Selectmen agreed to revisit this issue in the spring (2012) to determine if they
would resume Saturday office hours for the summer months, which was approved. It was also determined
to make another decision in the fall and, if approved, possibly send out notification of permanent Saturday
closure in the tax bills. Attached to the ePacket is revised survey of regional town office hours.

b) Consideration of Disposition for Tax Acquired Properties (TAP) Presented by
Danielle Loring- Board of Selectmen

Town Staff has prepared a summary of current Tax Acquired Properties. Property information from the
previous list had been sent to the Conservation Commission for comment and they have requested that one
of the properties be retained (Map 30, Lot 16; 0 Haskell Ave). Staff has conducted site visits on those
properties (see brief report in ePacket) to better assess the properties' potential town use. The Tax Acquired
Property Policy is attached to the ePacket. Staff is requesting Selectmen guidance on the previous 2011 list
and the new 2012 list of properties.

Town of Raymond Miscellaneous Ordinances
Adopted March, 1970 amended through June 5, 2012

PEDDLER’S ORDINANCE
Adopted May 21, 1994

Section I. Title: This Ordinance shall be known as the Town of Raymond Peddler’s Ordinance.
Section II. Authority: This Ordinance is enacted pursuant to Title 30-A, Sections 3001.

Section III. Purpose: The purpose of this Ordinance is to define, regulate and license peddlers;
promote highway safety; preserve the character and aesthetics of the Town; to protect the
property values; and to protect the health, safety, and welfare of individuals and the public.

Section IV. Definitions:

1. The word “person” as used herein shall include the singular and the plural, and shall also
mean and include any person, firm, or corporation, association, club, partnership or society,
excepting bona fide charitable, service, religious, municipal and non-profit organizations or
agencies.

2. The word “peddler” as used herein shall include any person, having no established or fixed
place of business in the Town, selling or offering for sale, tangible commodities. The word
“peddler” shall include the words “hawker”, “huckster” and ““itinerant vendors”. The
definition of the word “peddler” for this Ordinance does not include but is not limited to the
following exceptions:

A person conducting a temporary yard sale, fruit stand a minor or children’s enterprise, camp
firewood, and a car or boat for sale.

3. The word “temporary” as used herein shall refer to the period of four (4) weekends a
calendar year.

4. The word “Town” shall mean the Town of Raymond, Maine.
GENERAL PROVISIONS
Section V. Permit and License Required:
It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in the business of peddler as defined in Article II of

this Ordinance within the corporate limits of the Town of Raymond without first obtaining a
permit and license therefor as provided herein.

Section VI. Application:

Applicants for license under this ordinance must file with the Town Clerk a sworn application in
writing on a form to be furnished by the Town Clerk, which shall give the following information:

1. Name and description of the applicant;

Address (legal and local);
A brief description of the nature of the business and the good to be sold;

If employed, the name and address of the employer, together with appropriate written
evidence of the applicant’s employment status;

The length of time for which the permit id desired;

If a vehicle is to be used, a description of the same, together with license number or other
means of identification;

A photograph of the applicant, taken within 60 days immediately prior to the date of the
filing of the application, which picture shall be 2” by 2” showing the distinguishing manner;

The names of at least two (2) reliable property owners of the Town who will certify as to the
applicant’s good character and business responsibility, or, in lieu of the names of references,
any other available evidence as to the good character and business responsibility;

A statement as to whether or not the applicant has been convicted of any crime,
misdemeanor, or violation of any municipal ordinance, the nature of the offenses and the
punishment or penalty assessed therefor;

At the time of filing the application: a fee of $250.00 dollars for Residents and $500.00
dollars for Non-Residents shall be paid to the Town Clerk to cover the cost of investigation
and administration of this Ordinance.

The number of peddlers licenses issued at any one time will be limited to two (2);

The dimensions of a peddler’s cart or unit will be no greater than 38 inches in width, 8 feet in
length, and must be removed form sidewalks at the end of each day;

Peddler’s Licenses shall be limited to one per person;

Licenses shall be issued on June 1, 1994, or the first business day thereafter. In subsequent
years licenses shall be issued on May 1%, or the first business day thereafter. Applicants may
be made for one month prior to the issuance date. If there are more than two applicants, the
license shall be selected by lottery.

Peddlers shall maintain in full force and effect at all times, a policy of comprehensive public
liability insurance with limits of no less than $300,000, naming the Town of Raymond as
additional insured. A certificate of insurance must be provided before a peddler’s license is
issued.

16. Application shall be made only for private property (not on the property of any government
or quasi-governmental agency and outside the right-of-way limits of any public highway),
and shall be made only for the commercial zone.

Section VII. Investigation and Issuance:

Upon receipt of such application, the original shall be referred to the Town Manager, who shall
cause such investigation of the applicant’s business and moral character to be made as he deems
necessary for the protection of the public good. If, as a result of such investigation, the
applicant’s character or business responsibility is found to be unsatisfactory, the Town Manager
shall endorse on such applicant his disapproval and his reasons for the same, and return the said
application to the Town Clerk, who shall notify the applicant that his application is disapproved
and that no permit and license will be issued. If, as a result of such investigation, the character
and business responsibility of the applicant are found to be satisfactory, the Town Manager shall
endorse on the application his approval, and return said application to the Town Clerk, who shall,
upon payment of the prescribed license fee deliver to the applicant his license. Such license shall
contain the signature and seal of the Town Clerk and shall show the name, address and
photograph of said licensee, the kind of goods to be sold thereunder, the date of issuance, and the
length of time the same shall be operative, as well as the license number and other identifying
description of any vehicle use in such peddling. The Town Clerk shall keep a permanent record
of all licenses issued.

Section VIII. Transfer:

No license issued under the provision of this Ordinance shall be used at any time by any person
other than the one whom it was issued.

Section IX. Exhibition of Licenses:
Peddlers are required to exhibit their licenses at the request of any citizen.
Section X. Revocation of License:

Permits and licenses issued under the provisions of this Ordinance may be revoked by the
Selectmen after notice and hearing, for any of the following causes:

1. Fraud, misrepresentation, or false statement contained in the application for license;

2. Fraud, misrepresentation, or false statement made in the course of carrying on his business as
a peddler;

3. Any violation of any State, Federal or local law, ordinance, rule or regulations;

4. Conviction of any crime or misdemeanor involving moral turpitude;

5. Conducting the business of peddling in an unlawful manner or in such a manner as to
constitute a menace to the health, safety, or general welfare of the public.

Notice of the hearing for revocation of a license shall be given in writing, setting forth
specifically the grounds of complaint and the time and place of hearing. Such notice shall be
mailed, postage prepaid, to the licensee at his last known address at least seven (7) days prior to
the date set for hearing. Notice may also be served in hand.

Section XI. Expiration of License:
All licenses issued under the provisions of this Ordinance shall expire on their anniversary date.
Section XII. Enforcement and Penalty:

The Selectmen shall enforce the provisions of this Ordinance. A violation of any provision of
this Ordinance shall be a civil violation, and a civil penalty not exceeding Two Thousand Five
Hundred Dollars ($2,500.00) shall be imposed, which shall accrue to the benefit of the Town of
Raymond. Each day that a violation continues will be treated as a separate offense. The
Selectmen may also seek injunctive relief, where appropriate.

Section XIII. Severability:

If any part or parts, section or subsection, sentence, clause or phrase of this Ordinance is for any
reason declared to be unconstitutional or invalid, such shall not affect the validity of
constitutionality of the remaining portions of this Ordinance or any rules or regulations
promulgated hereunder.

Section XIV. Effective Date:

This Ordinance shall become effective upon passage by the legislative body of the Town of
Raymond at a duly called Town Meeting.
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The Raymond Community Forest Project Concept Proposal
to the Raymond Board of Selectmen
Presented by Raymond Conservation Commission and Loon Echo Land Trust
August 14, 2012

Location:

The Raymond Community Forest Concept Project Proposal includes 347 +/- acres of forestland in North
Raymond located on Conesca Road. On the northerly side of Conesca Road is the Pismire Mountain lot
(Map 15, Lot 91, Tree Growth), with 125 +/- acres of mixed forestland that quickly gains elevation until it
reaches the cliffs at the southerly side of the Pismire Mountain. On the southerly side of Conesca Road is
the Crescent Woods lot (Map 15, Lot 7, Tree Growth) with 222 +/- acres of wooded terrain that gently
slopes towards Crescent Lake. The Crescent Woods is bisected by Hancock Road with Rosewood Drive
defining its southerly boundary.

Background:
The forestland has been owned by Hancock Land Company (HLC) since the 1940’s and they are

currently marketing the property for sale. In 2006/2007 the Raymond Conservation Commission (RCC)
created the Open Space Plan. During this time RCC met with HLC to encourage conservation options and
held a site walk with approximately 30 residents who expressed a great interest in having the property
conserved. In 2007 HLC received Planning Board approval for the Rosewoods Heights 13 lot subdivision
with 56 acres of open space that contains significant wildlife habitat associated with Bartlett Brook and its
adjacent wetland. A full development proposal with over 70 lots was created for the remaining property,
but was not acted upon due to the downturn in the economy.

Conservation Values:

The RCC Open Space Plan rates the property as having good wildlife habitat and the Pismire Mountain is
designated as a “special place.” Additional desirable conservation values include recreation, scenic
viewing and water quality protection. This is one of four properties on the RCC’s “wish list.” LELT, the
Trust for Public Land and the seven-town regional community’s Lake Region Greenprint Plan rates the
property has having priority acres for plant and animal habitat, working forests and providing recreation.

There is a motorized trail that leads from the east of the Pismire lot to the top of the cliff area. There is
also a grown in, rough hiking trail leading from the base of the mountain to the top of the cliffs. Future
hiking and walking trails are desired if the property is to be protected.

The property’s proximity to Crescent Lake, and the desire to protect the lake’s water quality is a large
consideration of the Community Forest proposal. The lake drains into Panther Pond and Sebago Lake, the
public drinking water source for the greater Portland community.

In summary, the community forest opportunities include providing:
e Extensive trail network offering easy to difficult terrain for pedestrian (and possibly snow machine)
access;
e Exceptional view access from the top of Pismire Mountain;





e Protection of a substantial portion of the view shed of Pismire Mountain from many areas in
Raymond including Crescent Lake;
e Long-term/permanent watershed protection for the quality of Crescent Lake and waters downstream,;

Community Forest Proposal:

RCC and Loon Echo Land Trust (LELT) met on May 29, 2012 to discuss the potential for creating a
Raymond Community Forest. RCC feels that the town ownership model is not highly desirable, as the
town outsources its parks maintenance and may not want to own forestland. RCC believes that the town
would be supportive of LELT owning the land for permanent conservation and public recreation and
managing it in partnership with the town on behalf of the community. Currently LELT pays Tree Growth
or Open Space property taxes on the lands it owns. Taxes are typically paid from an established
endowment, and future timber harvests are necessary to fulfill an endowment that can support taxes and
on-going maintenance, and if appropriate, other community projects or programs.

Currently LELT is appraising the property to learn if HLC will sell the land for the fair market value and
if it is financially feasible to raise the funds needed for such a purchase. Earlier meetings between HLC
and LELT were productive, and such an agreement boils down to the price that can be offered.

If the project is viable, Loon Echo Land Trust and the Town of Raymond will review and approve the
project details in advance including working together to:
e Secure funds though grant writing, donation drives and town meeting appropriation;
e Hold public meetings to articulate the public benefits and to develop land protection and
management goals;
e Developing and maintaining trails or other public amenities;

e Organizing or encouraging community and educational activities on the property.

The Raymond Conservation Commission and Loon Echo Land Trust met in late-May and developed a
concept proposal to present to the Raymond Board of Selectmen. The proposal is for a development of
a “Community Forest” in Raymond on Conesca Road, including a portion of Pismire Mountain. We
will have more information to share prior to the presentation.

Due to a project related deadline of August 8, RCC and LELT would like to present to the BOS prior to
that date. If there happens to be a meeting scheduled in late July, that would be of interest, but I
understand that that is a long shot since it’s not a regular meeting time and they are contemplating not
meeting in July.

Hi Danielle,

Recapping our phone conversation from this morning regarding the presence/no presence of milfoil in the Panther
Run Marina area.

The Panther Run Marina was surveyed on May 30, 2012 and again on August 2"4, 2012 by the RWPA staff. Milfoil
growth was documented and found throughout this area.

It only takes a small piece of plant, less than a %4 inch, to transplant itself or to hitch a ride on a boat to
another location on the lake to begin an infestation.

To introduce additional boat traffic to this area, in regards to the proposed boat dock, would increase the spread of
milfoil and milfoil fragments exponentially. Milfoil is difficult, if not impossible, to eradicate and not to mention, an
extremely expensive effort.

In the past month, I have had requests from Turtle Cove, Deep Cove and Frye Island as well to provide some sort
of assistance for the removal of milfoil in and around those coves and marinas.
