Dear Chairman Sam Gifford, Selectmen Mike Reynolds, Joe Bruno, Lonnie Taylor, and Charlie Leavitt:

Please find for review a work order contract between the Town of Raymond and Timberstate G. Inc. This
contract gives me, an officer of Timberstate G. Inc., the authority to prepare the Patricia Drive forest
property for a timber sale. My obligations to the town of Raymond are stated in the contract,

along with the method of compensation. Also enclosed is information pertaining to putting the wood
for sale out to bid, and an example of a timber sale contract.

At the May selectmen meeting we discussed timber markets. Currently, the markets remain steady, and
not particularly strong. The market for white pine pulpwood, of which there will be quite a bit of, is
weaker now than in May, as the pulp mills have limited contractors on the number of loads they can
deliver. We have seen a slight increase in demand for red oak sawlogs, of which there are some. The
firewood market remains strong for now, but typically tails off in the fall. White pine sawlog markets
remain steady, and better for grade sawlogs than for low grade sawlogs. Under a more robust economy,
| believe most of these forest products would bring a higher price and better utilization.

| would suggest that we go forward with marking the woodlot, as it will take several weeks to complete
this work, and evaluate when to put the wood out to bid. There will be no expense to the town for this,
until the wood is actually sold.

Owner shall hold Timberstate G. Inc. harmless and in all respects indemnity
them and warrant and defend them against all liability on account of any
action for trespass or any action in law or inequity which may arise from the

ARTCLE I:

A. The seller agrees to sell to the purchaser, upon the terms and conditions hereinafter
stated, all the merchantable timber which has been marked or designated by the
seller or his agent on the landowner’s lot in the town of Raymond, County of
Cumberland, State of Maine.

B. The seller stipulates that the town is the sole owner of the said tract of land and its
Selectmen have the full right and power to dispose of the timber in the manner
specified herein.

C. The seller further agrees to allow the purchaser to enter upon the above described
premises with his equipment for the purpose of cutting and removing therefrom
such timber as is included in the terms of this contract.

D. This agreement shall not be assigned in whole or in part without the written consent
of the sellers.





E. The purchaser shall be liable for fire losses or accidents which may occur in
connection with prosecution of the work by the purchaser or his employees.

F. All timber included in this agreement shall remain the property of the seller until
paid for in full. All operations on the designated area including removal of the cut
timber, may be suspended by the seller if conditions of this agreement are violated.
Violation of the terms of this agreement shall be sufficient cause for its termination.

The timber shall be measured by the mill to which the wood is delivered. Payments
shall be made weekly as the timber is removed according to the scale slips obtained
at time of measurement unless other arrangements are made under Article Il,
section B, Item # 150f this contract. Scale slips will be presented to the seller with
each payment.

The purchaser further agrees to cut and remove the timber in accordance with the
following conditions:

Unless an extension of time is given in writing , all timber shall be cut, removed and
paid for by DATE.

The trees to be cut shall consist of softwood and hardwood timber that has been
marked for cutting with Blue paint on the trunk and stump of the trees. No trees
shall be cut unless marked for cutting or unless other silvical designations are made
and listed under item #15.

All trees shall be utilized to their smallest top diameter for commercial products:
Sawlogs 10 inches; Veneer 11 inches; other products 4 inches.

Stump heights shall be cut as low as possible, but in no case shall exceed one foot in
height. In the case where several trees originate from the same base, stump heights
shall not exceed one foot in height above the point of contact between the trees. In
case of deep snow, stumps must be shoveled out before cutting to meet this
requirement.

Logs and timber products used in the construction of logging facilities, including road
construction, shall be paid for by the purchaser at the above rates.

Extreme care shall be taken of young reproduction and trees that are not marked for
cutting to prevent damage to them in falling and logging the trees.

Care shall be taken at all times by the purchaser and his employees against fire

All State laws with regard to brush disposal shall be observed. Basically, this law is as
follows: All slash and brush resulting from the cutting of forest growth shall not
remain on the ground within 50 feet of highways and roads: within 25 feet of





railroads, electric power, telegraph, telephone and pipe lines; within 25 feet of the
adjoining boundary line. Slash and brush will not be deposited in streams (title 38,
section 417).
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9. All State Laws with regard to litter (Title 17, Chapter 80; Section 2261-2271 and
Sections 2951-2), shall be observed. Basically, this law is as follows: No person shall
throw, drop, deposit, discard, or otherwise dispose of litter upon any public or
private property in this State, or in the waters of this State or on the ice over such
waters.

10. Marking Boundary Lines (TLAMSRA—7552A). On land where 10 acres or more is to
be harvested, the property owner will be responsible for clearly marking the
property line if the cutting is being done within 200 feet of the property line.

11. Local zoning ordinances or DEP regulations will be observed where applicable laws.

12. In addition to the foregoing laws, the purchaser will comply with all other applicable
laws.

13. Purchaser Responsibilities and Warranties

a. Notwithstanding any other provisions of this agreement, no relationship of
employer/employee or master/servant between the seller and the purchaser or
between the seller and any agent, employee or subcontractor of the purchaser
shall be deemed to exist. Purchaser shall select its own employees, set rates of
pay and all terms and conditions for employment, and pay purchaser’s own
employees, agents or subcontractors. Neither the purchaser nor its employees,
agents or subcontractors shall be subject to any orders, selection, supervision or
control of the seller. It is mutually understood and agreed that the purchaser is
deemed to be an independent contractor. The independent contractor will not
hire any employees to assist in the wood harvesting without first providing the
required certificate of insurance to the property owner. Nothing herein contained
shall prohibit the purchaser from contracting to purchase hand harvest forest
products on the land of others





b. Purchaser will conduct purchaser’s business to be at all times in full compliance
with all requirements of Federal, State, and local law including applicable
common law, statues and requirements, and including but not limited to the
requirements of the federal Fair Labor Standards Act, all federal and State labor
and employment laws, federal and state equal employment laws the Internal
Revenue Code and State tax laws and regulations, the unemployment insurance
laws pertaining to occupational Safety and Health act of 1970, as amended, and
its regulations, state laws pertaining to occupational safety and health state laws
and regulations pertaining to wood harvesting, and any other laws or
government rules and regulations pertaining to the services to be provided
hereunder.

3. All trees shall be utilized to their smallest possible diameter. Minimum utilization standard for
round wood is to a 4 inch top, stems shall be utilized for their highest and best use to the
landowners benefit.

Purchaser shall in all respects conduct his operation in a careful, workmanlike and prudent
manner. He will take extreme care not to damage trees not marked for cutting and young
growth. He will cut all stumps as low as possible and in no case, excepting where there is metal
in the tree and multiple trees, shall stumps exceed one foot in height.

Purchaser shall remove all merchantable portions and shall fell all unmerchatable portions of
tree broken, damaged, uprooted, or leaning as a result of operations. All slash shall be lopped so
as to not extend more than three feet from the ground.

Purchaser shall comply with all state and local laws.

The course of any new road construction shall be approved the Forester. All main skid trails shall
be left in good condition. All access roads shall be left in similar or better condition than found.

Soil erosion will be minimized by use of Maine Forest Service published Best Management
Practices. Waterbars, ditches and other water control structures shall be installed as needed.
Road and landings shall be cleaned of logging debris and other foreign matter, graded, fertilized
and seeded as needed. Stream crossings will be done in a manner that protects the stream and
its banks. No logging is permitted when the ground is soft, resulting in unacceptable rutting.

The proposed sidewalk would begin at the southerly intersection of Route 302 and Main Street/Route
121 and continue along the western side of the roadway to the intersection of Meadow Road/Route
121, where the Raymond Village Library is located. This portion of the project — which we are
requesting funding for — is considered Phase | of a larger effort. At a later date, Phase Il would involve
constructing a sidewalk along the remaining portion of Main Street to the northerly intersection of
Route 302; and Phase Ill would create a sidewalk system along Mill Street, which connects to Main
Street and features playing fields, tennis courts, a cemetery, and numerous residences.

Project Summary (Outline proposed improvements in 30 words or less):

To provide pedestrian access from the congested village area (Main Street) to Route 302, where there is an existing
sidewalk to the commercial district and beach area.





Describe the proposed scope of the improvements:

Install a new sidewalk system on the westerly side of Main Street and conduct drainage improvements along that side,
including catch basin functions).

Describe in detail the ownership of the affected properties, whether all or part of the proposed project is in the
public right of way, and how wide the estimated right of way is if on a public road system.

We believe that all of the proposed project is within the Public Right of Way, which is assumed to be 4 Rod.

Describe the project(s) transportation value(s) and purpose(s): Each project should serve primarily transportation
purposes, as opposed to recreation purposes. A project serves valid transportation purposes if it serves as a connection
between origins and destinations, increases safety, and/or relates directly to the transportation system.

Main Street has historically been, and will continue to be Raymond’s village center. The area boasts
the highest density of residential development in Raymond, numerous small businesses (a dentist’s
office and hair salon to name a few), the Raymond Village Library, and several Town Facilities
including the Public Works building and Fire Station. As such, the area generates a considerable
amount of pedestrian activity. In particular, the Raymond Village Library, with numerous after-school
and summer programs, is a frequent destination for local families with younger children.

In addition to serving the pedestrian needs of the immediate area, the proposed sidewalk would
provide a safe pathway from the village center to Route 302, where an existing sidewalk provides
access to Raymond’s commercial district and shopping plazas, as well as the public beach.

Describe why this project is important to your community and region (if applicable):

The village center is a major focal point for the community, and an area in which the Town is
deliberately seeking to direct future growth. The proposed sidewalk would complement this goal by
helping to create a safe, walkable neighborhood better suited for compact, mixed-use development.

Describe the potential positive impacts on the community, including at a minimum (if applicable) improving
safety, mobility, or transportation in general, and the local/regional economy:

In addition to furthering the broader land-use goal mentioned above, the sidewalk would improve
safety for those who already walk or bike in the area, provide more access for local residents to
services, and increase the overall level of pedestrian activity in the area. These changes would
promote healthier choices, provide more spontaneous interactions among residents, foster a greater
sense of community in the area, and conceivably reduce vehicular congestion.

The sidewalk also brings the added benefit of connecting the village center to the commercial area
along Route 302, providing a safe corridor for pedestrians to access many heavily frequented
businesses such as the Mosquito Ice Cream Shop, Mexicali Blues, and the Good Life Market, to
name a few.

GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES

This Independent Contractor Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered on

_, 2012, by and between the Town of Raymond, Maine (the “Town”)
and Greater Portland Council of Governments, a Nonprofit Corporation located in the
State of Maine (the “Contractor” or “GPCOG”) (collectively referred to as the
“Parties” or individually as a “Party”).

The Parties agree as follows:
I. SERVICES: The Contractor agrees to provide services consisting of:

The Contractor’s performance of work and services shall conform to normally
accepted professional standards and must meet expectations of the Board of
Selectmen and the Town Manager. Services pursuant to this Agreement shall not
include any services provided by GPCOG to the Town by virtue of the Town
being a member of GPCOG and paying member dues separate from the payments
required pursuant to this Agreement. Specific services pursuant to this Agreement
to include the following:

(1) Provide the Town of Raymond Board of Selectmen and the Planning
Board with consulting services to assist them and the Town staff in
drafting, revising, analyzing ordinances and pursuing various economic
development initiatives.

(2) The Contractor agrees to perform the following ordinance-related
services:

a. Provide assistance in drafting revisions and additions to Town land
use ordinances, plans and studies.

b. Attend ordinance workshops and other relevant meetings to further
the effort of drafting revisions and additions to Town land use
ordinances, plans and studies.

c. Provide counseling, technical advice and support to Town staff
relating to editing and maintenance of Town documents.

3) The Contractor agrees to perform the following economic
development-related services:






a. Attend Raymond Revitalization Committee meetings and other
meetings as Town staff direct in order to provide assistance in
identifying opportunities and policy recommendations to enhance
economic activity.

b. Work with the Raymond Revitalization Committee and other
groups or bodies as Town staff direct in order to confirm the
Committee’s goals and develop and implement actionable
economic development tasks.

c. Provide assistance in drafting an economic development policy.

d. Provide counseling, technical advice and support to Town staff
relating to editing and maintenance of Town documents related to
economic development.

I1. TERM: The Contractor shall provide services to the Town pursuant to this
Agreement for a term beginning on July 1, 2012 and ending on June 30, 2013 (the
“Agreement Term”).

The Company and the Contractor agree that this contract will renew automatically,
under the same terms, for two (2) subsequent years upon an annual review by the
Board of Selectmen. If the Parties wish to amend specific terms of the agreement,
they may do so upon written agreement agreed to and approved by both Parties.

I11. PERSONNEL: The Contractor shall provide the personnel to provide the
services required under this Agreement as provided in its proposal. The
Contractor agrees to assign Caroline Paras as the primary contact for economic
development-related services and Stephanie Carver as the primary contact for
ordinance-related services. The Contractor may utilize other staff members in the
performance of its duties under this Agreement. Should the Contractor be required
to replace either of its lead staff persons, it shall notify the Town and seek its
approval of the replacement.

The Contractor represents that it has, or will secure at its own expense, all
personnel required to perform its services under this Agreement. Such personnel
shall not be, nor hold themselves out to be, employees of the Town. The
Contractor, consistent with its status as an independent contractor, further agrees
that its personnel, including its subcontractors, will not hold themselves out as, nor
claim to be, officials or employees of the Town.






IV.  COMPENSATION: For services provided, the Town will pay the
Contractor in the amounts described below.

$60.00 per hour for ordinance-related services up to an annual maximum of
$4,000.00. If the annual maximum amount is reached, the Parties will need
to consider a potential extension of the terms beyond the annual maximum
amount.

$78.00 per hour for economic development-related services up to an annual
maximum of $7,000.00. If the annual maximum amount is reached, the
Parties will need to consider a potential extension of the terms beyond the
annual maximum amount.

Services may be billed biweekly with payment due within 14 days of receipt
of invoice from Contractor.

No work completed by the Contractor will be compensated pursuant to this
Section IV if such work falls within the scope normally provided to members
of GPCOG in exchange for a separate member dues payment as long as the
Town remains a member of GPCOG. No work completed by the Contractor
will be compensated pursuant to this Section IV if such work is covered by a
grant.

The Contractor will be responsible for promptly providing Town staff with
detailed documentation that explains what services are covered by member
dues, what services are covered by grants and what services are provided
pursuant to this Agreement. Before initiating a new project for the Town, the
Contractor will provide Town staff with the opportunity to review the sources
of payment for such project.

V. INSURANCE: The Contractor shall carry and maintain in force
comprehensive general liability insurance, and shall name the Town as an
additional insured under said policy. The Contractor’s liability insurance policy
shall provide comprehensive coverage against claims for personal injury, death,
property damage, including the negligent loss, damage and/or destruction of
valuable papers and Town records and documents. Liability limits shall not be
less than $1,000,000.00 for any and all claims arising out of a single occurrence.
To the extent permitted by law, as such insurance provided by the Contractor shall
be carried in favor of the municipality and its officers, employees and agents as
well as in favor of the Contractor. The Contractor shall not deny liability because
of any legal defense or statutory immunity to which the municipality is entitled by
reason of being a municipality. All certificates of insurance showing policies






covering insurance described herein shall be filed with the municipal officers
before the Contractor commences any work. The Contractor also agrees to
maintain such insurance at all times during this Agreement, and to provide proof
of such insurance upon request.

The Contractor shall also carry Worker’s Compensation insurance covering its
employees, and provide the Town with proof of such insurance prior to
commencing work. The Contractor also agrees to obtain and maintain
unemployment insurance for its employees.

Nothing herein shall, nor is intended to, waive any defense, immunity or limitation
of liability which may be available to the Town or its respective officers, agents
and employees, under the Maine Tort Claims Act or any other privileges and/or
immunities provided by law.

VI. EXPENSES: Expenses to be borne by Contractor are as follows:

(1) The Contractor shall furnish a vehicle for use in performance of services
during normal business hours. The Contractor shall maintain comprehensive
automobile insurance coverage, ensure that all drivers in its employ are
properly licensed and insured, and ensure that all such vehicles are properly
inspected and registered.

(2) The Contractor shall bear expenses incurred in maintaining all
certifications and Licenses necessary for the Contractor to provide services as
stated in Section 1 of this Agreement.

(3) The Contractor shall furnish materials, tools, and equipment, except as
otherwise specified in the RFP deemed by both Parties to satisfactorily
perform the services required by this Agreement.

(4) The Town shall furnish adequate administrative assistance and
cooperation to assist Contractor in performing the services required under this
Agreement. The Contractor shall maintain a separate place of business.

(5) The Contractor shall bear all other expenses incurred in the performance
of this Agreement.

VII. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: The Contractor is an independent
contractor and not an employee of the Town. The Contactor is not entitled to any
of the benefits provided to the employees of the Town. The Contractor is not
subject to, nor shall it derive any benefit from, Town personnel policies regarding






employees. The Contractor shall directly pay, from the Contractor's own funds, all
state and federal income taxes, social security and Medicaid taxes, unemployment
insurance, and all other amounts due to any state or federal authorities on account
of the work to be performed by the Contractor under this Agreement. In the event
any state or federal agency shall determine that the Contractor is not an
independent contractor for payroll withholding purposes, the Town shall be
entitled to deduct from amounts otherwise due to the Contractor all state and
federal withholding amounts and taxes which may be required by law.

VIII. WARRANTY: The Contractor warrants:

That it is familiar with all State Statutes, rules, regulations and orders which
may in any way affect the services.

1) That it will maintain all certifications required through the
“Agreement Term”.

2) That in the performance of its services, it will perform in
accordance with applicable standards of conduct for professionals in
the field.

3 That it is financially solvent, is experienced in and competent to
perform the services and is able to furnish the materials, tools and
equipment required by Section I, Section V and Section VI of this
Agreement.

) That it shall treat and maintain all information, documents,
records and other data it obtains during the Agreement Term
confidentially as required by law and statute, and shall not share,
publish, or otherwise disseminate such information unless authorized
by the Town, by law or by legal process.

IX. TERMINATION:

(1) In addition to any and all other rights the Parties may have available
according to law, if the Town or the Contractor defaults by failing to
substantially perform any provision, term or condition of this
Agreement (including without limitation the failure to make monetary
payment when due), the other party may terminate the Agreement by
providing written notice to the defaulting party. This notice shall
describe with sufficient detail the nature of the default. The party
receiving such notice shall have 15 days from the effective date of such






notice to cure the default(s). Unless waived by the party providing
notice, the failure to cure the default(s) within such time period shall
result in the automatic termination of this Agreement.

(2) The Town reserves the right to terminate this Agreement at any time,
upon thirty days prior written notice to the Contractor, whenever the
Town, in its sole discretion, determines it to be in the Town’s best
interests to do so. In the event of a termination under this Section IX.2,
the Contractor shall be entitled to receive all compensation earned
through the effective date of the termination, as well as an additional
payment equal to one-sixth (1/6) of the contract amount, as full and
final compensation for all services performed or to have been
performed under this Agreement.

(3) The Contractor reserves the right to terminate this Agreement at any
time, upon thirty days prior written notice to the Town, whenever the
Contractor, in its sole discretion, determines it to be in the Contractor’s
best interest to do so. In the event of a termination under this Section
IX.3, the Contractor shall be available to provide services through the
effective date of termination and shall be entitled to receive all
compensation earned through the effective date of termination as full
and final compensation for all services performed or to have been
performed under this Agreement.

X. FORCE MAJEURE: Provided such Party gives written notice to the
other of such event, a Party shall not be liable for its failure to perform its
respective obligations under this Agreement, if prevented from doing so doing by
any cause beyond the reasonable control of said Party.

XI. RETURN OF PROPERTY: All drawings, notes, documents, plans and
specifications or other material to be developed under this Agreement, in either
electronic or hard copy format at the election of the Town, shall become the
property of the Town and be promptly delivered to the Town upon the completion
of services under this Agreement or sooner upon the Town’s written request, or
the termination of the Agreement.

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GENERAL AGREEMENT FOR SERVICES

This Independent Contractor Agreement (the “Agreement”) is made and entered on
_, 2012, by and between the Town of Raymond, Maine (the “Town”) and

Sebago Technics, Inc., a Business Corporation located in the State of Maine (the

“Contractor”) (collectively referred to as the “Parties” or individually as a “Party”).

The Parties agree as follows:

(5) Attend meetings of appropriate Town boards or committees as necessary.

(6) Provide counseling, technical advice, assistance and support to Town

$80.00 per hour plus Reasonable Expenses as defined below for Sr. GIS Specialist
services and $52.00 per hour for GIS Technician services relating to the GIS and
Vision data work up to an annual maximum of $20,000.00. If the annual
maximum amount is reached, the Parties will need to consider a potential
extension of the terms beyond the annual maximum amount.






All services may be billed biweekly with payment due within 14 days of receipt
of invoice from Contractor.

“Reasonable Expenses” as used in this Agreement shall mean costs to reimburse
the Contractor for the following items up to $1500 when directly associated with
the services provided pursuant to this Agreement:

e Mileage the Contractor travels calculated according to the current United States
General Services Administration Privately Owned Vehicle Reimbursement Rate;

e Postage expenses;

e Printing expenses associated with reproducing tax maps and correspondence.

In the event any state or
federal agency shall determine that the Contractor is not an independent contractor for
payroll withholding purposes, the Town shall be entitled to deduct from amounts
otherwise due to the Contractor all state and federal withholding amounts and taxes
which may be required by law.

TAX ACQUIRED PROPERTY POLICY

Adopted by the Board of Selectmen - May 18, 1995
Amended - August 3, 1999
Amended — March 9, 2010

1.  The purpose of this policy is to provide guidance regarding properties acquired by the Town
for non-payment of taxes.

2.  If the former owner, after the property has achieved tax acquired status, requests a
reasonable payment schedule that will provide for the repayment of all outstanding taxes,
the Tax Collector will allow a payment schedule for up to 60 months from the date of
automatic foreclosure. (a) If the payment schedule, as established by the Tax Collector, is
not acceptable to the taxpayer, appeal may be made to the Board of Selectmen.

3.  If the Taxpayer becomes more than 9o days delinquent in meeting the payment schedule as
established, or is not current as of June 3oth of any given year, the account will be referred
to the Board of Selectmen for redemption and/or sale.

4. Ifthe Selectmen determine that a property should not be retained under Section 5 and that
the taxpayer is delinquent under Section 3, the Taxpayer or other party in interest will be
offered the right of immediate redemption by paying all outstanding taxes, interest and
costs within 30 days of receiving notice.

5.  Retention of Property: The Selectmen shall retain property for the benefit of the Town, if
they deem it in the best interest of the town to do so. By way of example, but not of
limitation, the Selectmen might deem it in the best interest of the town to retain property
where: (a) The property has or will have recreational value or economic value to the Town,
(b) The property has or will have potential for a public facility or additions to public
facilities, (c) Retention of the property will provide a residence for an individual or
individuals who otherwise will require public assistance from the Town.

6. Sale: If a property is not retained by the Selectmen under Section 5, and if the property is
not redeemed under Section 4, the property shall be sold by sealed bid or any other method
approved by the Selectmen which maximizes the return to the Town. The Selectmen shall
reserve the right to accept or reject bids in any bid process. A notice of intent to sell the
property shall be published in the newspaper; shall be posted in those areas where warrants
are posted; and shall be sent to the Taxpayer or Taxpayers who lost the property by certified
mail, return receipt requested to their last known address.
